The annual program aims to reduce single-use plastic
waste by providing sustainable hydration options in public spaces.

Selected recipients will receive grants to help purchase indoor or outdoor
bottle filling stations and/or drinking fountains, enhancing public access to
sustainable water sources. Recipients will be responsible for installation and
maintenance costs.

Funding for the Hydration Station Grant Program will be provided by the
American Water Charitable Foundation, as part of its State Strategic Grant
Program, focused on high-impact projects and initiatives throughout American
Water’s national footprint. State Strategic grants are part of the Foundation’s
