Participants should remain in their
cars and hand items to the officers.

Items accepted at Take Back Day include prescription and over-the-counter pills, vitamins, medicated ointments and lotions,
and pet medication. Liquids, aerosol cans and needles are not accepted on Take Back Day.

Take Back Day events help keep medications from getting into the wrong hands and also provide an opportunity for
medications to be disposed of in an environmentally friendly way instead of being flushed down the toilet or poured down a
drain, which leads to entering area waterways.
